· Priority Category 1 – Individual with a Most Significant Disability:

Both of the following must be met
· Meets the significant disability criteria as defined in priority category 2 and
· Has a severe physical, mental or sensory impairment that seriously limits three or more functional capacities such as mobility, work skills, self-care, interpersonal skills, communication, self-direction, or work tolerance in terms of an employment outcome.
· Priority Category 2 – Individual with a Significant Disability:
· Receives Social Security Disability Income or Supplemental Security Income. 

      OR all of the following:

· Has a severe physical, mental or sensory impairment that seriously limits one or more functional capacities such as mobility, work skills, self-care, interpersonal skills, communication, self-direction, or work tolerance in terms of an employment outcome and

· Requires multiple vocational rehabilitation services over an extended period of time*.
· Priority Category 3 – Individual with a Disability:
· Has a physical, mental or sensory impairment;

· Has a substantial impediment to employment as a result of the impairment; and 

· Requires VR services to prepare for, secure, retain or regain employment consistent with the individual’s strengths, resources, priorities, concerns, abilities, capabilities, interests, and informed choice.

The VR counselor must consider each person’s circumstances to determine the estimated length of time required to deliver needed services. Six months may be used as a general guideline for an “extended period of time”, but should not be applied as an absolute minimum.
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
