This Program Directive establishes enforcement procedures to implement OSHA’s Hazard 
Communication Standard Final Rule in Alaska. This emphasis program supports the OSHA’s 
standard for fiscal years 2024-2029. The goal is to adopt the United Nations’ Globally 
Harmonized System (GHS) of classification and labelling of chemicals. 

Please ensure that all members of your 
staff receive this program directive and understand how to implement it.
