Emergency Temporary Standard for Exposure to COVID-19

If you have not heard, OSHA issued an emergency temporary standard to protect healthcare workers and
healthcare support service workers from occupational exposure to COVID-19 in environments where people
with COVID-19 are expected to be present. This may impact at least one or more of our VPP participants.
